« Businesses
Small Business Administration PPP - $2.4 billion

« Higher Education

Healthcare Providers

Coronavirus Relief Fund - Limitations

Revenue Replacement Prohibited

« Prior Approval Not Required for Expenditures (Recoupment if
Misused)

- Limited to “necessary costs” incurred due to COVID-19
Unbudgeted or substantially different from budgeted use

« Must be Spent by December 31, 2020
