In September 2022, TN Economic and Community Development (ECD) announced an investment of
$446.7M in broadband infrastructure through the Tennessee Emergency Broadband — American
Rescue Plan Program (TEBF-ARP). This investment is the largest broadband infrastructure

investment in Tennessee history.

Awardees were issued notices to proceed with construction in October. Grantees will provide
approximately $331M in matching funds to complete these projects for a combined total investment of
$778M in new broadband infrastructure across the state.

Tennessee Mental Health and Substance Abuse Services (MHSAS) has awarded $6,300,000 in ARP funding to
support Project Rural Recovery which provides integrated behavioral and physical health services, via mobile
clinics, to Tennessee’s rural communities. Two (2) additional mobile clinics will be funded with ARP resources.
Grantees are in procurement/buildout of mobile clinics which are estimated to be in service May 2023.
